 In 1981, the Alamo School property was purchased by  
St. Mary’s from the Brenham Independent School District 
for $80,000. This lot is a full block of land with Park and 

Church Streets on the east and west sides, and Dallas and 
Germania on the north and south sides.  

Msgr. Biel’s intention was to have a large parish center built 
on the property, however he died before seeing his vision to 

an end

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DEACON’S CORNER 
In my 18 plus years as an ordained Deacon I have been asked many ques!ons about Faith, why’s, what is a Deacon, what are my 

du!es as a Deacon and how much am I paid. I would like to address the ques!on about du!es and the defini!on of the word “du!es.” 

From the Webster dic!onary: something that you have to do because it is part of your job, or  something that you feel is the right 

thing to do: 

Being a Deacon is not a job, it is a ministry. We are called to serve others as read for the first !me from the Acts of the Apostles in 

Chapter six. St. Stephen and six other Faith filled men were ordained to minister to the widows. A ministry of service to God and  

others. That was the beginning of the diaconate in our church and our ministry to others has grown abundantly throughout the years. 

“In Roman Catholicism, deacons are the link between the church and the world. They are men who, for the most parts are married 

and hold full-#me jobs in the secular world. But they are also ordained clergy who perform every func!on in the church except  

consecra!ng the Eucharist and hearing confessions.” 

Most Reverend Joe S. Vasquez bishop of the Diocese of Aus!n has granted to me and all of the Deacons of St. Mary Immaculate 

Concep!on the following facul!es. 

To Bap!ze children under the age of seven. 

To distribute the Body and Blood of Christ at Mass and outside of Mass. 

To exercise the office of Deacon in liturgical celebra!ons. 

To deliver the homily at Mass and to preach at other religious services. 

To preach the Gospel at Mass and to conduct Scripture Services. 

To administer the rite of the sacrament of Matrimony. 

To conduct vigil services at wakes and to preside at a funeral service. 

Through all of these facul!es we Deacons fulfill the link between the church and the world. You will see us facilita!ng scripture studies, 

visi!ng the sick and homebound, guiding our community in outreach to others, welcoming those who are seeking our Faith, quietly 

assis!ng our pastor and many other ways of being a service to our community. The word “job” or “du!es” does not enter into our  

vocabulary. 

Our paychecks reflect the true heart of a Deacon. To put to rest the ques!on that I have heard a few !mes here at this parish is 

“how much are we paid.” We each receive a nice !dy sum of $0.00. Our paycheck consists of the many blessings we receive as we ser-

ve the needs of the church. And the many blessings we have received from God.

RINCÓN DEL DIÁCONO 
En mis más de 18 años como diácono ordenado me han hecho muchas preguntas sobre la Fé, por qué, qué es un diácono, cuáles 

son mis deberes como diácono y cuánto me pagan. Me gustaría abordar la pregunta sobre los deberes y la definición de la palabra 

"deberes". 

Del diccionario Webster: algo que �enes que hacer porque es parte de tu trabajo, o algo que sientes que es lo correcto: 

Ser diácono no es un trabajo, es un ministerio. Estamos llamados a servir a los demás como se lee por primera vez en los Hechos 

de los Apóstoles en el capítulo seis. San Esteban y otros seis hombres llenos de Fe fueron ordenados para ministrar a las viudas. Un  

ministerio de servicio a Dios y a los demás. Ese fue el comienzo del diaconado en nuestra iglesia y nuestro ministerio hacia los demás 

ha crecido abundantemente a lo largo de los años. 

“En el catolicismo romano, los diáconos son el vínculo entre la iglesia y el mundo. Son hombres que, en su mayor parte, están  

casados y #enen trabajos de #empo completo en el mundo secular. Pero también son clérigos ordenados que realizan todas las  

funciones en la iglesia, excepto consagrar la EucarisXa y escuchar confesiones ". 

Reverendísimo Joe S. Vasquez, obispo de la Diócesis de Aus!n, me ha concedido a mí y a todos los diáconos de Santa María de la 

Inmaculada Concepción las siguientes facultades. 

Bau!zar a niños menores de siete años. 

Distribuir el Cuerpo y la Sangre de Cristo en la Misa y fuera de la Misa. 

Ejercer el oficio de Diácono en las celebraciones litúrgicas. 

Pronunciar la homilía en la Misa y predicar en otros servicios religiosos. 

Predicar el Evangelio en la Misa y realizar servicios bíblicos. 

Administrar el rito del sacramento del matrimonio. 

Llevar a cabo servicios de vigilia en los velorios y presidir un servicio fúnebre. 

A través de todas estas facultades, los diáconos cumplimos el vínculo entre la iglesia y el mundo. Nos verá facilitando estudios Biblia, 

visitando a los enfermos y confinados en casa, guiando a nuestra comunidad en el acercamiento a otros, dando la bienvenida a aque-

llos que buscan nuestra Fe, ayudando en silencio a nuestro pastor y muchas otras formas de ser un Servicio a nuestra comunidad.  

La palabra "trabajo" o "deberes" no entra en nuestro vocabulario. 

Nuestros cheques de pago reflejan el verdadero corazón de un diácono. Para dejar de lado la pregunta que he escuchado algunas 

veces aquí en esta parroquia de "cuánto nos pagan". Cada uno de nosotros recibimos una buena suma de $0.00. Nuestro cheque de 

pago consiste en las muchas bendiciones que recibimos al atender las necesidades de la iglesia. Y las muchas bendiciones que hemos 

recibido de Dios.
