DEACON’S CORNER 

Websters defini$on of resolu$on is “A firm decision to do or not to do something.” 

Here we are in the second week of the New Year 2023 and hopefully you have 

made some resolu$ons for yourself. There is a lot going on in the world and plenty 

is changing all the $me. Some of those things will prove to be important in five or 10 years, others a waste of $me. Choose 

one thing and decide to care about it, no maRer how overwhelming or even hopeless it might feel at the start. At the very 

least, you’ll learn something new. Depending on how jaded you’ve become, ringing in the new year represents either a 

real and hopeful opportunity for a “new you” or just another night to get drunk and  

proceed as usual. So how do we keep our New Year’s resolu$ons? Make a cue-based plan. Be sure to detail when and 

where you’ll follow through. If your New Year’s resolu$on is to pray five days each week, a plan like “I’ll pray on weekdays” 

would be too vague. But a cue-based plan like “I’ll pray at the office on weekdays during my lunch break” would fit the bill. 

The resolu$on to forgive someone is very tough but very powerful. There are reasons we get angry and disappointed, but 

there are also reasons to forgive. Maybe it was a bad breakup or a friendship gone awry. If the lessons have been learned 

and the changes have been made, forgiving people might feel good for everyone involved. While we’re at it, think of the 

reasons you’re angry at and disappointed with yourself—and forgive yourself for those things, too. 

Sandy and I made a resolu$on last year to enhance our Faith life. So, we set aside 20 -30 minutes in our very busy schedule 

each day to par$cipate in the “The Bible in a year” series with Father Mike Schmitz. We just finished 365 days of enhancing 

our Faith life. This was the first $me that I stuck to a resolu$on that I made at the beginning of a year. At first, I thought 

that this was going to be tough but as the year went on, I looked forward to each day knowing that I was going to spend 

some quiet $me with God. 

So, this year how about se^ng some $me away to reflect on your Faith with God. Set aside 20-30 minutes quiet $me to 

reflect on how much God is part of your life.

Si se 

han aprendido las lecciones y se han realizado los cambios, perdonar a las personas puede sen$rse bien para todos los  

involucrados. Mientras estamos en eso, piensa en las razones por las que estás enojado y decepcionado con$go mismo, y 

perdónate por esas cosas también.
