Gratitude is present throughout the Sacred Scripture as a virtue that springs from the heart of man when
he recognizes the greatness of the Lord and the help he receives from others.

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WHAT IS

DISCERNMENT?

LEARN THE BASICS

Vocational discernment precedes the choice of giving a definitive direction to your life = the fundamental
way that you will follow Christ. As with all important decisions, it is essential in vocational discernment to
have good information. There are three things to know:

1.You are called to holiness
2.The vocations of priesthood, consecrated life, and marriage are three ways of being holy
3.Celibacy is a foretaste of heaven that Jesus wants to give some of His friends already on earth

1. You are called to holiness
Regarding God'’s will, the one thing you do not have to discern is His desire for your holiness. “This is the will
of God, your holiness” (1 Thessalonians 4:3)

Unfortunately, because holiness is a term that we use so often, there is a risk of being uninterested in this
call. If we appreciated holiness for what it truly is, pursuing it would become the most urgent and important
task every day of our lives.

The following passages from Scripture are helpful to begin appreciating the call to holiness:

*“| came that they might have life and have it to the full.” — John 10:10

*“Come to me, all you who labor and are heavy burdened, and | will give you rest. Take my yoke upon you
and learn from me, for | am meek and humble of heart, and you will find rest for your souls. My yoke is
easy, and my burden is light.” — Matthew 11:28-30

*“He has granted to us his precious and very great promises, that through these you may escape from the
corruption that is in the world because of passion, and become partakers of the divine nature.” — 2 Peter 1:4

Holiness is nothing less than sharing in God’s life, becoming a “partaker of the divine nature.” He came in
order that we might have His life “and have it to the full.” Until we heed His call, our hearts will remain
restless, but when we take up our cross and follow Him, we find the “rest” that our hearts seek.

The glory of salvation is not merely freedom from sin; it is freedom for divine sonship. Salvation makes us
sons and daughters of God — able to love as He loves and to know the joy that He knows.

*“| have told you these things so that my joy might be in your and your joy might be complete. This is my
commandment, love one another as | have loved you.” - John 15:11-12

Vocational discernment rests on the firm foundation of the call to holiness. By seeking holiness as you are
right now, God will make known the particular way of holiness that He wants you to embrace in the future.

El discernimiento vocacional precede a la eleccion de dar una direccion definitiva a tu vida, el camino
fundamental en el que seguiras a cristo. Como ocurre con todas las decisiones importantes, en el
discernimiento vocacional es fundamental contar con buena informacién. Hay tres cosas que debes saber:

1. Estds llamado a la santidad

1. Estais llamados a la santidad
Respecto a la voluntad de dios, lo Gnico que no tienes que discernir es su deseo por tu santidad. “Esta es la

Desafortunadamente, debido a que santidad es un término que usamos con tanta frecuencia, existe el
riesgo de no estar interesados en este llamado. Si apreciaramos la santidad por lo que realmente es,
perseguirla se convertiria en la tarea mas urgente e importante de cada dia de nuestras vidas.

Los siguientes pasajes de las escrituras son utiles para comenzar a apreciar el llamado a la santidad:

“He venido para que tengan vida y la tengan en plenitud”. — Juan 10:10

“Venid a mi todos los que estdis trabajados y agobiados, y yo os haré descansar. Llevad mi yugo sobre
vosotros y aprended de mi, que soy manso y humilde de corazdén, y encontraréis descanso para vuestras
almas. Mi yugo es suave y ligera mi carga”. — Mateo 11:28-30

“El nos ha concedido sus preciosas y grandisimas promesas, para que por ellas escapen de la corrupcién que
hay en el mundo a causa de las pasiones, y lleguen a ser participes de la naturaleza divina”. — 2 Pedro 1:4

La santidad es nada menos que compartir la vida de Dios, llegar a ser “participante de la naturaleza divina”.
El vino para que podamos tener su vida “y tenerla en plenitud”. Hasta que escuchemos su llamado, nuestro
corazoén permanecera inquieto, pero cuando tomamos nuestra cruz y lo seguimos, encontramos el
“descanso” que nuestro corazén busca.

La gloria de la salvacién no es simplemente estar libre del pecado; es libertad para la filiacion divina. La
salvacion nos hace hijos e hijas de dios, capaces de amar como él ama y de conocer el gozo que €él conoce.

“Os he dicho estas cosas para que mi gozo esté en vosotros y vuestro gozo sea completo. Este es mi
mandamiento: amaos unos a otros como yo os he amado”. - Juan 15:11-12

El discernimiento vocacional descansa sobre el fundamento firme de la llamada a la santidad. Al buscar la
santidad como estdas ahora, Dios te dard a conocer el camino particular de santidad que él quiere que
adoptes en el futuro.

When we live his life in our own lives, he gives
beauty and purpose and meaning to our lives. So, can an American be a good Catholic? Can a good Catholic be an
American? Of course, on both counts. A good Catholic cares for his country because he loves God and wants his country to
continue to reflect the love of God in every aspect of national life. By serving his country properly, as a committed Catholic,
he will be serving God. Our prayer today is for God to help us render unto Caesar what is Caesar’s and unto God what is
