Knowing how to recognize and act
in time gives us freedom...

We live in a world that increasingly has us so absorbed in ourselves that we are losing many
capabilities, some of these capabilities are understood by the progress of technology, such as no longer
remembering telephone numbers, important dates, or even addresses, which we understand, technology
has made our lives much easier and that's what it's all about. But it also has a very dangerous side effect, it is
taking away our ability to recognize important moments and people. More and more people prefer to save
an image on their cell phone rather than an experience in their heart.

In the time of Advent, we
are invited to be able to recognize
what is important in our lives, to
know how to recognize Jesus when
he comes and for this, it is
important to know how to
recognize today what enslaves us
and prevents us from living in love
and freedom. Perhaps the greatest
thing about John the Baptist is that
he knows how to recognize
someone greater than him.

And how do we prepare
ourselves to recognize Jesus Christ?
The recommendations that John
gives us in today's gospel have full
importance today. John taught by
his example, which consisted of
austerity and prayer, what
repentance and being righteous

are. These four things are what we need: a sober life, without attachment to luxuries or vanities; a prayerful
life, which gives God back his rightful place; a humble life, which recognizes that we have failed many times,
and a just life, which pays special attention to the rights of the little ones and the dispossessed.
Let me tell you a story that can help us recognize our attachments and when making a decision can give us
the peace and freedom we seek.

There was a man who had a parakeet that knew how to talk and his livelihood depended on it, so
he knew how to take advantage of it and exploit it for his benefit. Inside a cage the parakeet asked
passersby's name and when the parakeet repeated his name they gave him a coin. A holy man who had the
gift of speaking with animals was passing by that place. This parakeet begged him to help him get his
freedom. The man, full of compassion, tried to negotiate the purchase of the parakeet, explaining that he
wanted to set it free. The owner flatly refused, since it was his business. The holy man addressed the
parakeet and in his language told him, “You are imprisoned by your tongue.” The parakeet was able to
recognize that what filled him with pride was also the same thing that had him imprisoned, so he stopped
talking. Soon the man got tired and released the parakeet.

If we could recognize our ties or at least recognize what God offers us, we would leave everything

and follow him. S

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Mother Cabrini: First American citizen
to be canonized

Maria Frances Cabrini was the youngest of 13
children born in 1850 in the small village of
Sant’ Angelo Lodigiano, Italy. She followed
her parents’ wishes and trained to be a
teacher in a convent boarding school at
Arluno. Her parents died when she was
18, and Frances discerned a call to religious
life. She applied to two religious -
congregations but was refused because
she had been ill with smallpox.

So, she taught in a private school until
1874 when the Bishop of Lodi asked her
to help at a small orphanage in Codogno.
Editor Michael Walsh writes in Butler’s Lives
of the Saints that the bishop then asked her
to turn its staff into a religious community.
Several recruits joined her, and in 1880 she
founded the Missionary Sisters of the Sacred Heart Q
dedicated to the education of Christian girls. Some <
years later, the bishop of Piacenza suggested that Q'
Mother Cabrini, as she was known, should go to the U.S. < O ’
to work among the Italian immigrants. She had always wanted .

to do missionary work in China, so she rejected his suggestion. o

When the Archbishop of New York sent her a formal invitation, Walsh writes that she consulted with Pope Leo
Xlll, who told her to go “Not to the East, but to the West.”

In 1889, she and six sisters crossed the Atlantic to organize an orphanage and an elementary school for Italian
children in New York. Sadly, they were not welcomed. The archbishop withdrew his invitation because he felt the
work was not suitable for women and suggested she and her sisters return to Italy. Richard McBrien writes in
Lives of the Saints that Mother Cabrini said, “No. The Pope sent me here, here | must stay.”

At that time, there were 50,000 Italian immigrants in New York, many living in poverty and apart from the church.
Mother Cabrini and her sisters received no support from the diocese as they taught the children, visited the sick
and fed the hungry. As the sisters’ reputation grew, McBrien writes that local shopkeepers donated to their
mission. Sarah Gallick writes in The Big Book of Women Saints that Mother Cabrini was blessed with a gift for
bringing out generosity in others; she also shrewdly negotiated with landowners and contractors.

Mother Cabrini opened orphanages and schools in New York. She also founded a hospital. For the next several
years, she established foundations in Chicago and New Orleans. Her mission spread to Italy, Costa Rica, Panama,
Chile, Brazil, France and England with 67 houses of her congregation throughout the world. She became an
American citizen in 1909.

Mother Cabrini, a petite woman, battled ill health all her life. She had difficulty learning English and spoke with a
heavy accent.

Mother Frances Cabrini died in Chicago on Dec. 22, 1917. Canonized by Pope Pius XIl in 1946, she was the first
American citizen to be canonized. She was named the patroness of immigrants by Pope Pius in 1950. Her feast
day is observed on Nov. 13 in the U.S. (Dec. 22 in the rest of the world). Mother Cabrini’s legacy lives on in the 16
countries where her Missionary Sisters live and work.

Mary, our parish patron was preserved from Original Sin by a singular grace and privilege given to Mary by God through
the preapplication of the merits of her Son and Savior Jesus Christ the one predicted to come by John. Mary the one later
overshadowed by the Holy Spirit at Jesus’ conception.

That Holy Spirit has spread throughout the world. The apostles received that baptism in the Holy Spirit at Pentecost. We
receive it at our baptism when the priest or deacon says “I baptize you in the name of the Father, and of the Son and of
the Holy Spirit.” We receive the fullness of that Holy Spirit at Confirmation.

May the peace of Christ, the grace of the Holy Spirit and the prayers of the Immaculate Conception be with you all. Amen
