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Who are you?

| remember one of my first philosophy classes, the teacher, to make us think
and go beyond the obvious, asked us: Who are you? Faced with the silence of
the class, he turned to one in particular to ask, who are you? The classmate
answered with his name, and the teacher responded by saying that he had not
asked his name, but rather who he was. He went on to the next one and asked
the same question, and the answers varied, saying where they lived, what they
did, and that they were children of such people, to which the teacher
responded with the negative, "I don't care." | did not ask your job, whose

. children you are, or where you live... but who are you?

- -
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John's way of life had to raise this question: who are you? Mark, for example,
tells us how John lived: "he wore a camel's foot garment and ate locusts and
wild honey" (Mk 1:6). His clear rejection by society was a big question that one
day had to be clarified: who are you? That is to say: why do you live the way
you live, speak what you speak, and do what you do?

It is the authorities who ask questions. His question is not simple curiosity nor
does it seem to be the spontaneous desire for conversion that the crowds felt
upon hearing him. They question because they want to know what authority is
behind John, or in other words, who and why he could compete or
overshadow their authority. This explains the reason for the question they ask
him in Jn 1:25, in today's gospel: "Then why do you baptize, if you are not the
Messiah, nor Elijah, nor the prophet?”

The Baptist's response is strange, without a doubt, for those Pharisees. | am a
voice, he tells them. A terribly abstract way of referring to oneself. But not just
any voice; It is the voice that Isaiah announced, the one that proclaims
redemption after the exile.

Isaiah spoke of rectifying the paths so that the glory of God may shine (Is
40:3ff). The wonderful spectacle that was to take place on that straight path
was the victory step of the people returning from exile. The reality was quite
different. The Jews returned from their exile to Babylon, but in humble and
precarious conditions, and with a broken heart, as the books of Ezra and
Nehemiah well describe.

This context allows us to glimpse the force of the Baptist's word: he says that it
is that voice that was not heard in that return. He then says that the glory that
did not shine at the return of Babylon is now ready to shine before all peoples.
So if the authorities are worried and want to know what they are facing, let
them understand that it is God Himself who is behind all this. Those authorities
are not what Isaiah announced; Its power is provisional and will be tarnished.
The message is clear.

John's words at the end of today's gospel are an act of humility but also, if we
think about it, a warning. If John, the rebel, the untamed one of the desert, is
so small before the one who comes, who is coming, for God's sake?

Isaiah said: "The Lord will bring forth righteousness and praise before all

. nations" (Is 61:11). So God takes our story seriously. Life is not a loot for the

benefit of the strongest. No man can believe himself indefinitely as the lord
and master of other men. Vanity gives way and recedes; God's justice shines.
What a beautiful vision of Advent.

épor qué vives como vives, hablas lo que hablas y haces lo que haces?

Son las autoridades quienes mandan preguntar. Su pregunta no es simple curiosidad ni parece ser el
espontdneo deseo de conversion que las multitudes sintieron al oirle. Interrogan porque quieren saber qué
autoridad esta detras de Juan, o con otros términos, quién y por qué podria hacer competencia o sombra a la
autoridad de ellos. Esto explica la razén de la interpelacion que le hacen en Jn 1,25, del evangelio de hoy:
"Entonces ¢ por qué bautizas, si no eres el Mesias, ni Elias, ni el profeta?".

La respuesta del Bautista es extrana, sin duda, para aquellos fariseos. Soy una voz, les dice. Un modo
terriblemente abstracto de referirse a si mismo. Mas no cualquier voz; es la voz que anuncié Isaias, aquella
que proclama la redencién después del destierro.

Isaias hablaba de rectificar los caminos para que brillara la gloria de Dios (Is 40,3ss). El espectaculo
maravilloso que debia darse en esa camino recto o era el paso de victoria del pueblo que vuelve del destierro.
La realidad fue bastante distinta. Los judios volvieron de su destierro a Babilonia, pero en condiciones
humildes y precarias, y con el corazén abatido, como lo describen bien los libros de Esdras y Nehemias.

Este contexto nos permite entrever la fuerza de la palabra del Bautista: él dice que es esa voz que en aquel
retorno no se dejo oir. Dice entonces que la gloria que no brillé en el retorno de Babilonia ahora se apresta a
lucir ante todos los pueblos. De modo que si las autoridades estan inquietas y quieren saber a qué se estan
enfrentando, que entiendan que es Dios mismo quien esta detras de todo esto. Esas autoridades no son lo
que anuncio Isaias; su poder es provisorio y quedara empanado. El mensaje es claro.

Las palabras de Juan al final del evangelio de hoy son un acto de humildad pero también, si lo pensamos bien,
una advertencia. Si Juan, el rebelde, el indomito del desierto, es tan pequefio ante aquel que viene, équién
viene, por Dios?

Isaias dijo: "el Sefior hara brotar la justicia y la alabanza ante todas las naciones" (Is 61,11). Entonces Dios
toma nuestra historia en serio. La vida no es un botin para provecho de los mas fuertes. Ningun hombre
puede creerse indefinidamente sefior y duefio de otros hombres. La vanidad cede y retrocede; la justicia de
Dios brilla. jQué hermosa vision de Adviento.

DEACON’S CORNER

Today we celebrate Gaudette (Rejoice) Sunday the Third Sunday of Advent. Advent is a penitential season of
preparation for the coming of Christ at Christmas. But this weekend we take a respite from the more somber
and penitential aspects of Advent. The music is more joyful. The candle on the Advent wreath and the clergy vestments are
rose colored instead of purple. Why rejoice? Our entrance antiphon says we rejoice because the Lord is near.

The Lord is near. This is exactly what John the Baptist is proclaiming in today’s Gospel. He denies that he is the Christ or
Elijah (who would come to prepare the way of the messiah) or the prophet that Moses said would come and that the
people would listen to (Deut 18:15). Remember that Elijah and Moses did come at Jesus’ Transfiguration; a sign to the
apostles to strengthen them during Jesus’ passion and death. To show that Jesus was the messiah.

Instead John says I am the voice of one crying out in the desert, make straight the way of the Lord. In this quote from the
prophet Isaiah (chapter 40) Isaiah announces that God will restore and save Israel and the entire world. He will shepherd
his people. John is saying that Isaiah’s prophecy is now coming true. The Lord is near!

Make straight the way of the Lord! In ancient times roads were cleared and made straight and hills lowered to prepare for
the procession of a King. John is echoing Isaiah’s prophecy that a King is coming. That King is Christ, the messiah. Jesus
fulfills all the Old Testament prophecies. He is the one long awaited who will bring salvation to the world.

This King to come is so majestic, so royal, so important, so caring, so powerful, so holy that John is not worthy untie the
King’s sandals, a duty that slaves performed. We echo that sentiment before communion when we say Lord | am not
worthy that you should enter under my roof but only say the word and my soul shall be healed.

The Lord is near!. Thanks be to God! Let us Rejoice in the Lord always...let us say rejoice!!
