The story of the Epiphany or the Three Wise Men, is a text with a very strong theological density,
which in simple words wants to tell us that this child who has been born, surpasses national limits, and will
be a king for all nations, a savior for all towns. Certainly, today we are witnesses of this. Jesus has come to

reign in our hearts and homes, but it remains a challenge for us not to deviate from this goal, that Jesus be
the one who reigns.

When they saw the star again, they were filled with immense joy (Mt 2, 1-12). | ask myself these
questions: What does the star mean to me? How can | apply this to my life today? This is this idea that
came to me and | want to share it with you.

There is only one star, but many spotlights that tempt us to deviate from the path of peace that a
star offers us.

We all start with very good resolutions, like the ones we just made at the beginning of this new
year, but over time they are overshadowed by other lights that appear along the way. All marriages start
with the best intentions. In fact, all of us, by natural tendency of our hearts, seek God and live in his love;
but... what happens? Then comes temptation, sin, and greed which makes us look away from our
conscience, from our purpose, and draws us to something artificial, that ends up deceiving us with lies and
distances us from the true path.

These wise men walked many miles following the light of the star, but when they approached the
capital of Jerusalem, they imagined that there they would find the king's son. Also consider that inside the
city with so many artificial lights it is difficult to see the natural light of the star. It is not until digging into
the scriptures that they regain their path and until then they see the star again and their hearts are filled
with immense joy... the same thing happens today with us, that being seduced by so many desires we can
end up losing peace, love , joy and even family. It will not be until we meditate on the Holy Scriptures that
we are able to recover the path and listen to our inner voice, the light of our conscience. When search the
Scriptures only then will we be filled with immense joy, and even this will not be compared to what awaits
us at the end of the path, the true Sun of Justice, Jesus Christ our Lord.

What is your star? And what are the spotlights that can divert you from the true path?
If you feel lost, remember that it is in Holy Scripture where we find our way back.

DEACON'S CORNER

Who were they, these three men we call magi? Were they kings? Popular tradition refers to them as the three
kings, and maybe they were. Certainly, their gifts were those one king would offer to another. The title “king”
was used rather loosely in the ancient East. They may have been more similar to the medieval counts or dukes.
The Hebrew prophets, particularly Isaiah, had foretold that kings would flock to Jerusalem to worship the Lord. So, it would
be acceptable to consider them as kings. Sometimes they are referred to as magi or astrologers. Were they astrologers?
Well, not astrologers in the sense of Madame Take-your-money, who says whatever she figures would keep her cash flow
solid. But they were astrologers in the sense that they studied the sky looking for the sign that the Golden Age would
begin. Perhaps, they were more astronomers than astrologers. The ancient people believed that the birth of the Great One
would be accompanied by rejoicing in the heavens. The Hebrew people also believed that nature would respond to the
momentous event. Recent studies have shown that those east of Judea would have indeed seen a phenomenon in the sky,
a star in their sense of the term, right at the time of the birth of Jesus. However that doesn’t explain how on leaving
Jerusalem they were overjoyed to find the star guiding them to Bethlehem and resting over the place where Jesus was. By
the way, notice that the magi entered a house, not a stable. Maybe by the time they got there some people gave the Holy
Family a room in which to stay. Or perhaps Joseph found a VRBO. Were the three, wise men? Certainly, they were wise,
wiser than most men. They were willing to leave their lands, their comforts, and journey to find the great King whose birth
was announced by the star. And so, we journey to the Lord. Where exactly are we going to find Him? We really don’t
know. He may be in marriage. He may be in the priesthood or religious life. He may be in
the life of the single determined to spread Christianity. He may be in children and Teens.
He may be in a career. He may be in our caring for a sick spouse or relative. He may be in
the outcast who reach out for us. He is in all these and countless more places. If we are
wise, we will spend our lives seeking Him out, wherever He is.
