Looking for?

B - S

This is the first question that Jesus asks his disciples... and that he most likely also asks us... What
are you looking for? The question can be very interesting today, because today we find many people who
do things without thinking, without having clear motives or intentions for their actions or commitments. Let
me tell you an anecdote that | heard and that, although at first those of us who heard it couldn't stop
laughing, because of how funny it was, today it is cause for reflection.

It was a marriage of two old people. The man, already advanced in years, was opening and closing
the drawers and cabinet doors in the kitchen. His wife heard all the noise from her room came over to see
what her husband was preparing, and seeing that he was only opening and closing the doors she asked:
“What are you looking for?” The husband pauses and answers that he is looking for the keys to his car.
The wife, a little surprised by the answer, asks him another question: “And where did you lose them?” To
which he responds: “in the garage”. The wife asks him another question: "If you lost them in the garage,
why are you looking for them in the kitchen?" The husband answers: Because there is more light here!!!

Just because a place is easier to search does not mean that we will find what we seek. We have to
be clear about what we are looking for, and then be able to ask ourselves: where should
we look? Although it may seem strange, there are people who look for love in the wrong places, such as in
jealousy, in possessions, or in toxic relationships. People also look for peace, in attachments, or in discord. .
. we could continue with a list of failed places for things so noble.

In your life, what are you seeking? Where are you looking? Remember: just because the place is
the easiest does not mean it is the right place.

I share with you a fraction of this poem that is one of my favorites, the author San Juan de la Cruz:

To come to enjoy everything seek enjoyment in nothing.

To come to possess everything seek to possess nothing.

To come to be everything seek to be nothing.

To come to know everything seek to know nothing.

To come to what you do not taste go to where you taste nothing.
To come to what you do not know go to where you know nothing.
To come to what you do not own go to where you own nothing.
To become what you are not go to where you are nothing.

If you linger somewhere

you will never conquer the whole.

To come wholly to the whole you must leave the whole.

And if you come to where you can grasp the whole, have it without wanting to have it.

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DEACON’S CORNER

When we contemplate a new year starting, it's common to begin thinking about the resolutions we have for
ourselves and what we would like to pursue thanks to this “clean slate.” We can choose where to set our goals
of how many cups of water we want to drink each day, how often we’d like to exercise, and the number of
books we’re aiming to read before the following January. Yet, as we all know, much of life is not in our grasp of control—
which is where faith comes in. Many people write down New Year’s resolutions. Another popular commemoration of the
turn of the calendar involves choosing one specific word to focus on throughout the next twelve months (such as
“abundance,” “hospitality,” “courage,” etc.). Normally, these resolutions and words revolve around making better choices
and being purposeful with the way we spend our time. However, it’s not always easy to maintain our momentum as life
gets chaotic and disrupts our carefully-curated plans. So, what’s the answer? Prayer.

Frequent prayer is already a significant, impactful New Year’s resolution in and of itself (1 Thessalonians 5:17 does instruct
us to “pray without ceasing,” after all). Prayer brings us closer to God and forces us to become comfortable with fully
relying on Him and not being in control ourselves—instead, having peace in His all- powerfulness.

This intentional spiritual habit is also transformative by its very nature. In the book Liturgy of the Ordinary, Tish Harrison
Warren writes, “The kind of spiritual life and disciplines needed to sustain the Christian life are quiet, repetitive, and
ordinary. | often want to skip the boring, daily stuff to get to the thrill of an edgy faith. But it’s in the dailiness of the
Christian faith—the making the bed, the doing the dishes, the praying for our enemies, the reading the Bible, the quiet, the
small—that God’s transformation takes root and grows.”

Praying provides moments to appreciate our blessings, as well as consider our aspirations.

Our time in prayer also encourages us to reflect on where we have been immoral and i .
wrong, feel God’s grace and mercy, and ask for His guidance in every step of our days/lives. e
And what could be better than prioritizing this conscious practice as we start the new year? W
