We can see, for example, in the
case of the demons, that Jesus not only did not accept the profession of faith they made to him, but he
even silenced them. It is not the statement that is said or recited by heart that makes a confession of faith
good, but through something else that cannot be missing, love.

Allow me to tell you with all due respect an anecdote that at first offended me a lot, but over time
| have discovered a lot of truth in it and it has given me a lot to think about...

It was a group of friends who went on vacation and
in the middle of the adventure they decided to jump out
of an airplane with a parachute. Everything was going well,
but when the last one jumped, a very strong gust of wind
unexpectedly occurred at the moment when he opened
his parachute, which lifted him up and quickly took him to
another distant place with many trees. Fortunately, he was
not hurt, but he was left hanging from one of the very tall
trees. Seeing himself exhausted and unable to get down,
he decided to wait for the rescuers, since the parachute
was equipped with a tracking system.

When he sees a peasant passing by, to whom he
shouts to get his attention, the peasant approaches and
greets him politely.

That young man in that
somewhat uncomfortable situation responded to the
farmer very kindly: “Oh, | see, you must be a good
Christian, right?” The farmer with a smile and a shine in
his eyes answers: “yes, of course! how did you know?"
That young man still hanging from the parachute
responds: “because what you have told me is absolutely
an irrefutable truth, but it is useless to me.”

Telling the truth is not enough if it is not imbued with love. Today many claim to have the Truth, as
if it were an object of possession. | prefer to believe that the Truth is a person with a proper name. Jesus is
the truth. And rather than trying to possess him, we should let the truth of him possess us. And that is
achieved when we live in love. ¢S

Parents have authority due to their position in the family. God tells children 7

to honor their mothers and fathers. That’s the Fourth Commandment. But
the authority of parents is diminished or even destroyed when the parents act in ways
that are not Christian. For example, all parents want their children to be kind to each
other. But if their children observe Mom and Dad being nasty to each other, the
children are going to learn nastiness, not kindness, as standard way of acting. When ZTHISV)
these same parents say to their children that they should be kind to each other, the
children respond with their actions as though their parents no longer have authority to tell them how to behave. That’s
negative. Let’s look at the positive. Many of our seniors have spent years taking care of their sick spouses. Retirement was
not what they expected. Instead of going and doing, their days were spent caring and cleaning, and organizing doctor ap-
pointments. But when someone makes a comment that he or she is such a good spouse, the caring spouse merely says, “I
took vows.” And in those few words supported with a lifetime of action, that husband or wife speaks more eloquently
about marriage than any priest or preacher could possibly speak. For his or her words have authority, the authority of the
One who called him to the sacrament of marriage and the authority of the spouse who lives the sacrament of marriage.
Jesus spoke with authority. He was not like the scribes and pharisees. He was not two faced. He was not hypocritical. He
didn’t have a dark side of his life that he kept hidden. He didn’t just speak the truth, He was the Truth Incarnate. Jesus gave
orders to unclean spirits, and they obeyed him. It wasn’t the words that kicked the devil out, it was the person who spoke
those words. He didn’t call us just to do some of the things He did, He called us to be His presence for others. We are
called to destroy evil in our world. We cannot do this unless we are determined to be Christlike. He calls us to speak for
Him. He gives us authority. For us to exercise this authority both our words to be true and we must live as committed
Christians.
