You are temple of &
the Holy Spirit

One of the passages of the gospel
that makes my imagination fly, is
when Jesus enters the Temple and
drives the sellers out. Some call
this passage the Purification of the
Temple. How would Jesus have
entered? What would he have
felt? Not only that time but all the
previous times that he entered and
saw the same scene over and over
again... You know, as a Pastor, |
have to be very careful not to get
used to seeing the clutter or things
out of place. It is very easy to see
them, and because of so many
pending items, forget them and
they soon become part of the
decoration. (Just at this moment I'm
remembering that | haven't told
Michael or Edward to please take
away those pots without plants that
are in front of the church. If | forget
to tell them, at least | know that
when | read these lines they will
move them immediately, Thank you
so much, and forgive my memory).

But returning to the gospel... what
would Jesus have felt for so many
years seeing the same situation
over and over again...? And why on
this occasion was his reaction
different?

Jesus, like a good Jew, always
respected the temple. He
frequented it and went on a
pilgrimage every year to celebrate
the holidays. But on this last
occasion, Jesus makes a prophetic
action that will be recorded in
history. He purified the temple
with great zeal, as a sign of the one
who will purify all humanity and
even the worshiping of God itself.
With what authority does he do
that? Well, with the same
authority with which he purified us
from all our sins, the authority of
love.

Let's understand a little the figure
of the temple. In the Old
Testament, the temple was the
place of encountering God. The
place where he was worshiped and
sacrifices were offered to ask for
forgiveness for sins. It was the
place of encountering the mercy of
God. But the Temple was just a
symbol of Jesus. Today it is very
clear to us that the true temple is
Jesus himself. Jesus is the true
sacrifice that will take away the sin
of the world and Jesus himself is
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the place of the encounter with
the mercy of the Father. Jesus is
the priest and altar where the true
sacrifice, Jesus Himself is the
oblation to the Father. That is why
he has so much authority even
over the Temple itself.

But to all of us who have received
Jesus in our hearts as Savior and
Lord, we also become living
temples, and Saint Paul reminds us
that we are temples of the Holy
Spirit. Please let us not confuse the
material temple, which is the
necessary place to gather and
celebrate our faith, with our heart
where the Holy Spirit dwells. If
today we are capable of caring for
and admiring our material temples,
with great effort we must take
care of our hearts as a temple of
the Holy Spirit.

Let us invite Jesus to enter our
hearts with all his authority and
purify it, and if necessary, cast out
from us everything that does not
please God. Let us allow his
authority to purify us with his
blood and his love. To make our
hearts a place of prayer and not a
den of thieves.

USCCB.org)
Every Catholic is encouraged to
get involved in the selection of
leaders at all levels of
Government. Below is
information to assist you in this
year’s very important elections.

Texas Primary Voters head

to the polls for early voting from
February 20 to March 1, 2024.

PRIMARY ELECTION DAY is

TUESDAY, MARCH 5, 2024.
Check your County Elections
Website for voting locations &
sample ballots. If you do not vote
early, you must vote in your
assigned precinct on election day.
FAQ’s
What is a Primary Election and
who can vote in a Party Primary?
Primary Elections are held by
each Political Party to determine
which of their candidates will be
on the ballot in the General
Election in the fall. Candidates on
the Primary Ballot all belong to
the same political party.
Primary Elections are the voters’
opportunity to decide who they
want to appear on the November
Ballot to represent their political
party.
A U.S. Citizen who is registered to
vote can vote in the Primary
Elections. A voter is only eligible
to vote in the County where the
voter lives or is domiciled if a
voter has more than one
residence.
Texas is an open Primary State;
however, a voter can only vote in
one Party Primary.

I want to get involved in the Party
Process. How can | do that?
Everything starts at the Precinct
Convention. At the Precinct
Convention, which every voter
who voted in that Party’s Primary
is eligible to attend, Delegates are
elected to the Party’s County
Convention and every voter can
introduce Resolutions to be voted
upon.

Be sure to ask the Election Clerk
to stamp your voter registration
card with the Political Party of the
Primary in which you voted OR to
give you a signed slip of paper
certifying that you voted in that
Party’s Primary.

Those who voted early and on
election day are eligible to attend
the Precinct Convention. To be
admitted to the Convention you
must present proof that you
voted in that Party’s Primary.

Each political party handles their
process differently. Contact your
political party’s county
headquarters for info.

Your Voter Registration Card
shows your precinct number. Your
Political Party’s County Chairman
can provide you with vyour
precinct chairman’s  contact
information and the time and

location of the Precinct
Convention.

Any voter can present resolutions
at the Precinct Convention.
Those that are passed will be
submitted to the Party for
consideration at the next

Convention. At the Party’s State
Convention, the Resolutions
passed throughout the state are
voted upon to become the State
Party Platform. Since this is a
Presidential Election Year, the
Political Parties will vote at their
National Conventions on a
National Party Platform.
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At the County Convention
delegates are elected to the State
Convention; and at the State
Convention delegates are elected
to the National Convention.

How can | find out where
Candidates stand on issues
important to me as a Catholic
Voter?

Every Candidate has a website so
that is the best place to start your
research. Also review the Party
Platform to determine what each
Party believes. Candidates are
expected to support their Party
Platform. If the Candidate is an
incumbent, review his or her
voting record on issues important
to you. Call the Candidate’s
Campaign Headquarters if you
have questions. Attend public
events like townhalls to ask the
Candidates questions.

What are the key issues to
consider when deciding how to
vote?

1-RIGHT TO LIFE: The USCCB
reminds us that “the threat of
abortion remains our pre-eminent
priority because it directly attacks
our most vulnerable and voiceless
brothers and sisters and destroys
more than a million lives per year
in our country alone.”

“It is a mistake with grave moral
consequences to treat the
destruction of innocent human
life merely as a matter of
individual choice. A legal system
that violates the basic right to life
on the grounds of choice is
fundamentally flawed. Similarly,
human  cloning,  destructive
research on human embryos, and
other acts that directly violate the
sanctity and dignity of human life
are also intrinsically evil. These
must always be opposed.” USCCB



So, the first question to consider is
where does the candidate stand on
protecting all human life from
conception until natural death?

OUR GUIDING PRINCIPLE-The
Church teaches that “a good end
does not justify an immoral
means...—-it  is important to
recognize that not all possible
courses of action are morally

acceptable. We have a
responsibility to discern which
public  policies are  morally

sound...so that the weak and
vulnerable are protected and
human rights and dignity are
defended....intrinsically evil
actions...must always be rejected
and opposed and must never be
supported or condoned. A prime
example is the intentional taking of
innocent human life, as in abortion
and euthanasia....” USCCB

Where does the candidate stand
on related life issues? Has the
candidate ever voted to fund
governmental  programs  that
destroy human life through
scientific research? Where does the
candidate stand on the issues of
euthanasia and assisted suicide?
“We oppose contraceptive and

abortion mandates in public
programs and health plans, which
endanger rights of conscience and
can interfere with parents’ right to
guide the moral formation of their
children.” USCCB Where does the
candidate stand on these issues?

If both candidates support the
right to life, then how do they
stand on other issues:

2-RELIGIOUS LIBERTY: Does the
candidate support the right given
to individual believers and religious
bodies by the US Constitution to
“participate and speak out without
government interference,
favoritism, or discrimination...US
policy should promote religious
liberty vigorously, both at home
and abroad: our first and most
cherished freedom is rooted in the
very dignity of the human person,
a fundamental human right that
knows no geographical
boundaries..” USCCB Does the

candidate support forcing
healthcare workers and
pharmacists to participate in

abortions or provide contraceptive
or abortion pills against their
conscience?

3-FAMILY: “The family—based on

Destroy this temple and | will raise it up in three days! These words of Jesus caused quite a stir among the
Jewish religious leaders; especially since Jesus had overturned the money changers' tables and driven them
out of the temple.

Was Jesus going to destroy this focal point of Judaism that took forty years to build; God’s dwelling place among the
people, their place of prayer and worship? How could he raise it up in three days? Was he crazy? He was not crazy. He was
angry about the buying and selling of sacrificial animals in the temple perhaps because exorbitant prices were being
charged or perhaps because the buying and selling took place in the temple where gentiles could enter thus preventing
them from entering. But they misunderstand Jesus. The temple he was referring to was the temple of His body which
would be killed and raised up on the third day. He is God’s presence among them in the flesh the one through whom the
people would have the true worship of God.

Jesus tells the merchants, stop making my Father’s house a marketplace...the other Gospels are more direct...a den of
thieves, robbers, or bandits. Here Jesus quotes the prophetJeremiah. Jesus is acting as a prophet and messiah. The
prophet Zechariah, prophesied when the messiah came there shall no longer be traders in the house of the Lord on that
day (14:21).

Hundreds of years before Jesus Jeremiah had warned the Jews that if they did not repent of their sins God would destroy
the 1st temple. And so it was, that the Babylonians destroyed the Temple of Solomon. Jesus prophesies to the Jews of his
day that if they do not change their ways the same fate will befall them and their Temple will be destroyed as was the first
temple destroyed by the Babylonians. And so it was. In 70 AD the Romans destroyed the Jerusalem temple

What does this all have to do with us? Jesus is the true temple of God. As his followers, we are part of that temple when
