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DEACON’S CORNER  

What is an apology? 

When we behave badly and thereby offend someone, we should apologize. We are taught 
this as small children when we are told by our parents: “Say you’re sorry!” However, just 
using the words “I’m sorry” does not an apology make. 

The first step in apologizing is to acknowledge you did something. That’s why “I’m sorry it happened” doesn’t cut it. No$ce 
the passive voice. I was just walking down the street, and “it” happened. I’m sorry the rock went through the window. No 
acknowledgement that you threw it. You need to say: “I’m sorry I threw a rock through your window”. 

The second step is to acknowledge that it was wrong. Even just admi^ng that you did something isn’t an apology unless 
you also admit that it was wrong. That’s why saying “I’m sorry you were offended” is not an apology. If you’re only sorry 
that someone took offense, you’re saying the problem is with them. 

The third step is to express contri$on for your act. That you feel bad about it and regret your ac$ons. 

Lastly, we should express the intent not to do it again. All of this is required for a full apology. 

You find all of this in the Sacrament of Reconcilia$on. We start with “Bless me Father for I have sinned”. We then 
acknowledge what we did. We end by expressing regret and promising to sin no more. A full apology to God for having 
offended him. Use that as a model for apologizing to others.

RINCON DEL DIACONO 

¿Qué es una disculpa? 

Cuando nos comportamos mal y con ello ofendemos a alguien, debemos disculparnos. Nos enseñan esto desde pequeños 
cuando nuestros padres nos dicen: “¡Di que lo sientes!” Sin embargo, el simple hecho de usar las palabras "lo siento" nolo 
hace una disculpa. 

El primer paso para disculparse es reconocer que hiciste algo. Por eso "lamento lo sucedido" no es suficiente. Note la voz 
pasiva. Estaba caminando por la calle y “eso” sucedió. Lamento que la roca se haya ido a través de la ventana. No hay 
reconocimiento de que lo arrojaste. Necesitas decir: "Lo siento, $ré una piedra por tu ventana”. 

El segundo paso es reconocer que estuvo mal. Incluso simplemente admi$r que hiciste algo no es una disculpa a menos 
que también admitas que estuvo mal. Por eso decir “lamento que te hayas ofendido” no es una disculpa. Si solo lamentas 
que alguien se haya ofendido, estás diciendo que el problema está en esa persona. 

El tercer paso es expresar arrepen$miento por tu acto. Que te sientes mal por ello y te arrepientes de tus acciones. 

Por úl$mo, debemos expresar la intención de no volver a hacerlo. Todo esto es necesario para una disculpa completa. 

Todo esto lo encuentras en el Sacramento de la Reconciliación. Empezamos con 
“Bendíceme Padre porque he pecado”. Luego reconocemos lo que hicimos. Ter-
minamos expresando arrepen$miento y prome$endo no pecar más. Una dis-
culpa completa para Dios por haberlo ofendido. Úselo como modelo para dis-
culparse ante los demás.
