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DEACON’S CORNER  

Today we celebrate the Feast of the Presenta$on of the Lord; an important event that we celebrate in the 4th Joyful  

Mystery of the Rosary. Mary and Joseph bring Jesus to the temple in Jerusalem 40 days aJer His birth to fulfil “religious 

obliga$ons regarding a first-born son and the purifica$on of the Mother.” To their surprise they encounter Simeon who 

has been told by God that he would not die un$l he saw the messiah of the Lord. The Holy Spirit leads him to the temple 

where he prophesies about Mary and Jesus’ future. He says now I can die since I have seen the messiah of the Lord. He 

predicts that Jesus will be the rise and fall of many in Israel. And so it was. He also says that a sword will piece Mary’s 

heart. And so it was. She had sorrows to suffer. She lost Jesus for three days in the 

Temple as described in the fiJh Joyful Mystery. She endured separa$on from her 

son when he embarked on his ministry. Finally she witnessed her Son’s cruel pas-

sion and death. In all this she remained faithful to God’s will. We also see a holy 

prophetess and widow named Anna. At the age of 84 she was in the temple day 

and night. She began telling everyone about Jesus! She becomes an evangelist for 

Christ! Are we? Everyone in this Gospel is holy and followed God’s will. The Holy 

Families’ life was not easy yet they maintained their trust in God and followed 

God’s will. They are examples for us to follow.  Our lives are not always easy. But it 

is easier if we put our trust in God, maintain a life of prayer and remain open to 

the promp$ngs of the Holy Spirit.
