“He 1s Here:

Encounter with the

Risen One”

The Gospel That Awakens Faith

During this Easter season, the Gospels recounting the
appearances of the Risen Lord hold a special power
for me. They are not merely historical recollections,
but living paths that invite me to recognize Jesus here
and now. As | read these passages, | do not feel like a
mere spectator; rather, | am guided step by step
toward a personal encounter. Christ is present, even if
my spiritual sight is not yet fully awakened. What
matters is a willing heart, open to recognizing His
presence.

When Darkness Surrounds, He Enters with Peace

The Gospel begins “at evening,” in a house locked out
of fear. | have often found myself in similar
circumstances—surrounded by uncertainty, sorrow,
or anxiety. Yet, into that space, Jesus enters,
unhindered by locked doors or closed hearts. He
comes not to rebuke, but to bring peace. “Peace be
with you,” He repeats. His peace is not fragile; it is
solid, like the glorious wounds He shows—no longer
bleeding, but radiant as signs of victory. In my own
darkness, | must remember His words and allow His
peace to enter.

Peace as a Measure for Discernment

| have come to understand that peace is more than a
pleasant feeling; it is a spiritual compass. When |
experience peace, | know | am walking rightly. When
| lack it, something within me needs correction. At
times, | have mistaken nervousness for lack of peace.
But true peace is quiet strength—a settled clarity even
amidst difficulty. Jesus teaches me that before making

important decisions, | must first seek interior peace.
Only from that place can | truly hear the will of God.

Persevering in Faith Like Thomas

| often see myself in Thomas. He doubted, yes, but he
also remained. He stayed with the other disciples,
even without sharing their experience. He did not
leave or give in to discouragement—and for this, Jesus
came to him. His perseverance was rewarded with a
deeply personal encounter., He was even invited to
touch the wounds of Christ. This reminds me that faith
is not always immediate, but if | remain in prayer and
in the community of believers, the Lord will reveal
Himself in time.

Believing  Without
Experience

Jesus declared blessed those who believe without
having seen. | desire to be counted among them.
What is seen eventually fades, but what s
experienced in the depth of the soul endures. | do not
require spectacular miracles to believe—His peace
suffices, the certainty | feel when | hear His word or
receive His forgiveness. This is the miracle of faith: to
see not with the eyes of the body, but with those of
the soul. And when | can truly say from within, “My
Lord and my God,” | know that | have encountered the
Risen One... and that nothing will ever be the same.

Seeing: An Irreplaceable

Pero en medio de ese encierro, Jesus entra sin
necesidad de abrir puertas. Y no entra con reproches,
sino con paz.

Esa paz no es fragil, es fuerte como sus
heridas gloriosas, que ya no sangran, sino que brillan
como trofeos de victoria. En mis momentos de
oscuridad, también necesito recordar esas palabras y
dejar que su paz me renueve.

La paz como criterio de discernimiento

He aprendido que la paz es mas que una emocion
bonita. Es un termémetro espiritual. Cuando tengo
paz, sé que estoy caminando en la direccién correcta.
Cuando no la tengo, algo debo revisar en lo profundo.
A veces he confundido nervios con falta de paz, pero
ahora sé que la paz verdadera se siente como una
certeza tranquila, incluso en medio del dolor. Jesus

me ensefia que antes de tomar decisiones
importantes, necesito buscar esa paz interior. Solo
desde ahi puedo escuchar la voluntad de Dios.

Perseverar en la fe como Tomas

Muchas veces me he identificado con Tomas. El dudd,
si, pero también perseverd. Permanecidé junto a los
demas discipulos, incluso sin haber visto lo que ellos
vieron. No se fue, no se desanimo. Y por eso, Jesus se
le manifesté. Su perseverancia fue recompensada con
un encuentro tan cercano que incluso pudo tocar las
heridas gloriosas del Sefior. Me recuerda que la fe no
siempre es inmediata, pero si permanezco, si
persevero en la comunidad y en la oracién, tarde o
temprano Jesus también se dejard tocar por mi.

Creer sin ver: una experiencia que nadie me puede
quitar

Jesus dijo que son bienaventurados los que creen sin
haber visto. Yo quiero ser uno de ellos. Porque lo que
se ve, pasa; pero lo que se experimenta en lo
profundo del alma permanece. No necesito milagros
espectaculares para creer: basta con la paz que El me
da, con la certeza que brota cuando escucho su
palabra y experimento su perdon. Ese es el milagro de
la fe: no ver con los ojos del cuerpo, sino con los del
alma. Y cuando logro decir desde dentro: “Sefior mio y
Dios mio”, sé que he encontrado al Resucitado... y que

ya nada volvera a ser igual.

The Eight Days of Easter

- The Church celebrates Easter for eight days and on this last day of the octave | thought | would share with
you an Easter story | heard several years ago: it’s a true story. There was a young boy named Steve that attended Sunday
school with a group of young children. Steve was not very bright and because of this was often annoying to the other
children in the class. They would grow impatient waiting for him to come up with answers that were obvious to them. On
Easter Sunday, the teacher gave each child in the class an empty plastic Easter egg and instructed them to go outside and
find something that represented Easter to put into the egg. The children would then bring back the eggs and explain
what they chose and why.

The other kids rolled their eyes, Steve messed up
again, he didn’t understand the assignment. Steve insisted that he did, too, understand the assignment. He said, “Don’t
you get it? The tomb is empty!”.

Steve is no longer with us. The illness that made him slow also
made his life short. But neither the teacher nor any of the
other children ever forgot that Easter morning, when Steve
showed that he clearly understood what Easter was all about.
The tomb is empty.
