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DEACON’S CORNER 

In the Hollywood movie The Apostle, Academy Award winning actor Robert Duvall plays the part of “Sonny”; 
a charismaƟc Pentecostal preacher who, while struggling between sin and grace in his own life, founds a 
small church in Louisiana and soon begins drawing large crowds to his church. 

Above the church he places a neon lighted arrow poinƟng up to the sky… In lights the sign says One Way 
Road to Heaven. Sonny calls his Church the One Way Road to Heaven Holiness Temple. At one point Sonny 

says: “I’d rather die today and go to heaven than live to be a hundred and go to hell”…how many of us would say that? 

The scriptures say that Jesus is the one-way road to heaven. There is no other name in heaven or on earth by which we 
may be saved…(Acts 4:12). There is one mediator between God and man …Jesus Christ, who gave himself as a ransom for 
all (1 Tim 2:4-6). John chapter 3…No one can enter God’s kingdom without being born of water and the Holy Spirit…born 
from above….born again. Also from John: I am the way the truth and the life…no one can come to me unless the Father 
draw him.. Unless you eat the flesh of the Son of Man and drink his blood you have no life in you….I shall raise him up on 
the last day… I go to prepare a place for you, in my Father’s house there are many mansions…In the Gospel Jesus claims 
to be one with the Father and the source of eternal life. Do we proclaim Jesus? How are others going to believe and 
come to Christ if we do not proclaim him? We proclaim this good news to others not only by our words and by our lives…
Take confidence and have joy and peace in the fact that God has given you the grace of salvaƟon in Jesus Christ. Proclaim 
him to others…Be the light of the world…And then look forward and be encouraged by that day when your life and tasks 
here being complete you will enter that kingdom where is no more sorrow, no sadness, but only endless love and joy and 
peace. Where God will hold you in his hand….and wipe every tear away and 
with the angels at your side you will sing the praises of God forever.

En la película de Hollywood El Apóstol, el actor ganador del Oscar Robert  
Duvall interpreta a "Sonny", un carismáƟco predicador pentecostal que,  
mientras lucha entre el pecado y la gracia en su vida, funda una pequeña  
iglesia en Luisiana y pronto comienza a atraer grandes mulƟtudes a su iglesia. 

Sobre la iglesia, coloca una flecha iluminada de neón apuntando hacia el cielo… 
En las luces, el letrero dice "Camino de ida al cielo". Sonny llama a su iglesia el Templo de SanƟdad del Camino de ida al 
cielo. En un momento dado, Sonny dice: "Prefiero morir hoy e ir al cielo que vivir cien años e ir al infierno"... ¿Cuántos de 
nosotros diríamos eso? 

Las Escrituras dicen que Jesús es el camino de ida al cielo. No hay otro nombre en el cielo ni en la Ɵerra por el cual  
podamos ser salvos… (Hechos 4:12).
