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DEACON’S CORNER

Be humble and take the lowest place. Today’s readings speak of the virtue of humility and that humility
pleases and will be rewarded by God. But what is humility?

Teresa of Avila says humility is truth. The humble acknowledge that they are nothing compared to Almighty God. They
keep things in proper perspective. However, our lowly place before God should not lead us to despair because God loves
us so much that he calls us his children and is willing to share his divine life with us both here on earth and for eternity in
heaven.

The Catechism says that humility is the virtue by which we acknowledge that God is the author and source of all good.
Humility is the foundation for turning to God in prayer because we recognize that God is all good and we want to have a
relationship with Him and we seek the grace necessary to live our lives as His followers. Jesus is the perfect example of
humility. Jesus says learn from me for I am meek and humble of heart (Matt:11:29). Jesus humbly gave up the eternal
manifestation of his divinity. He was a man of prayer and loyalty to His Father! He went to the cross for us sinners.
Humility is the opposite of and the antidote to the sin of pride. The prideful often have an undue love of themselves, e.g.,
an undue self esteem, often seeking attention, honor, notoriety. They tend to love compliments. They often consider
themselves better than others because of their intellect, material possessions or supposed holiness.

Final thought. In the Gospel Jesus uses a parable of a wedding banquet to describe the humble person being given a
place of honor. The deeper meaning of the parable is: a humble person
will be given a place of honor in the eternal banquet, the wedding feast
of heaven. Are we humble? Do we take the lowest place?

RINCON DEL DIACONO

Sé humilde y ocupa el último lugar. Las lecturas de hoy hablan de la
virtud de la humildad y de que la humildad agrada y será recompensada
por Dios. Pero ¿qué es la humildad?

Teresa de Ávila dice que la humildad es la verdad. Los humildes
reconocen que no son nada comparados con Dios Todopoderoso. Mantienen las cosas en la perspectiva adecuada. Sin
embargo, nuestra humilde posición ante Dios no debe llevarnos a la desesperación, porque Dios nos ama tanto que nos
llama sus hijos y está dispuesto a compartir su vida divina con nosotros, tanto aquí en la tierra como por la eternidad en el
cielo.

El Catecismo dice que la humildad es la virtud por la cual reconocemos que Dios es el autor y la fuente de todo bien. La
humildad es la base para acudir a Dios en oración porque reconocemos que Dios es todo bondad y deseamos tener una
relación con Él, buscando la gracia necesaria para vivir como sus seguidores. Jesús es el ejemplo perfecto de humildad.
Jesús dice: «Aprendan de mí, que soy manso y humilde de corazón» (Mt 11,29). Jesús renunció humildemente a la
manifestación eterna de su divinidad. ¡Fue un hombre de oración y lealtad a su Padre! Fue a la cruz por nosotros,
pecadores. La humildad es lo opuesto y el antídoto contra el pecado del orgullo. Los orgullosos suelen tener un amor
indebido por sí mismos, por ejemplo, una autoestima excesiva, buscando a menudo atención, honor y notoriedad. Tienden
a amar los halagos. A menudo se consideran superiores a los demás debido a su intelecto, posesiones materiales o
supuesta santidad.

Reflexión final. En el Evangelio, Jesús usa la parábola de un banquete de bodas para describir a la persona humilde que
recibe un lugar de honor. El significado más profundo de la parábola es: a una persona humilde se le dará un lugar de
honor en el banquete eterno, la fiesta de bodas del cielo. ¿Somos humildes? ¿Ocupamos el último lugar?
