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DEACON’S CORNER

In today’s Gospel Jesus tells His disciples: You are the salt of the earth and
the light of the world! In the ancient world salt was very valuable. It was a
necessity of life. With no refrigeraƟon people used salt to preserve and
season food. It was widely used in trade and even as money. Salt was a

source of large tax revenues for governments. Countries fought wars over access to salt

You are the salt of the earth. Jesus expects us to be a preserving, purifying necessity
for life in the world. He expects us to be a sign of God’s covenant with his people. You
are the light of the world. In the ancient world there was no electricity. Light was
precious thing. Today we take light for granted. All we do is flip a switch and we have
light. But if we experience a power failure we scramble looking for flashlights or candles. We realize how much we
depend on having light. Light also plays an important role in the bible. In the beginning God created light; separaƟng light
from darkness. In the book of Exodus a pillar of light led the Hebrews through their desert journey aŌer their escape
from Egypt. God called Israel to be a light leading the naƟons to God and the promised land of heaven. Jerusalem was
built high on a hill and its light visible for all the naƟons to see. We are salt and a light when we feed the hungry, clothe
the naked, shelter the homeless and the oppressed, and not turn our backs to those in need. When we do these things
we show forth God’s loving mercy. We conƟnue Christ’s ministry. Jesus says: I AM the light of the world. Follow me and
you will not walk in the darkness of sin but in the light of life that I bring; the life of God himself. Psalm 112 says: “the just
man is a light in darkness for the upright.” Jesus calls us to be the light of the world. Our light must shine before others
so they will see our good deeds and glorify our heavenly Father. May our salt not lose its flavor and our light shine before
others leading them to Christ and may we all shine in Christ’s light forever.May it be so! Amen.

RINCON DEL DIACONO

En el Evangelio de hoy, Jesús les dice a sus discípulos: ¡Ustedes son la sal de la Ɵerra y la luz del mundo! En el mundo
anƟguo, la sal era muy valiosa. Era una necesidad básica para la vida. Sin refrigeración, la gente usaba sal para conservar
y sazonar los alimentos. Se usaba ampliamente en el comercio e incluso como moneda. La sal era una fuente importante
de ingresos fiscales para los gobiernos. Los países libraban guerras por el acceso a la sal.

Ustedes son la sal de la Ɵerra. Jesús espera que seamos una necesidad vital, que preservemos y purifiquemos la vida en el
mundo. Espera que seamos un signo de la alianza de Dios con su pueblo. Ustedes son la luz del mundo. En el mundo
anƟguo no exisơa la electricidad. La luz era algo preciado. Hoy damos la luz por sentada. Basta con encender un
interruptor y tenemos luz. Pero si hay un apagón, buscamos a Ɵentas linternas o velas. Nos damos cuenta de cuánto
dependemos de la luz. La luz también desempeña un papel importante en la Biblia. Al principio, Dios creó la luz,
separándola de la oscuridad. En el libro del Éxodo, una columna de luz guió a los hebreos durante su travesía por el
desierto después de su huida de Egipto. Dios llamó a Israel a ser una luz que guiara a las naciones hacia Dios y la Ɵerra
promeƟda del cielo. Jerusalén fue construida en lo alto de una colina y su luz era visible para todas las naciones. Somos
sal y luz cuando alimentamos al hambriento, vesƟmos al desnudo, damos refugio a los sin techo y a los oprimidos, y no
damos la espalda a los necesitados. Cuando hacemos estas cosas, mostramos la
misericordia amorosa de Dios. ConƟnuamos el ministerio de Cristo. Jesús dice: YO
SOY la luz del mundo. Síganme y no andarán en la oscuridad del pecado, sino en la
luz de la vida que yo traigo; la vida de Dios mismo. El Salmo 112 dice: «El justo es
luz en la oscuridad para los rectos». Jesús nos llama a ser la luz del mundo.
Nuestra luz debe brillar ante los demás para que vean nuestras buenas obras y
glorifiquen a nuestro Padre celesƟal. Que nuestra sal no pierda su sabor y que
nuestra luz brille ante los demás, guiándolos a Cristo, y que todos brillemos en la
luz de Cristo para siempre. ¡Que así sea! Amén.
