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DEACON’S CORNER

What are our tombs? Perhaps the tomb is a man cave where there are immoral things viewed on a screen. Maybe that
man cave is a person’s room where no one is allowed to enter not just for privacy but so no family members might find
that which should not be there. Maybe our cave is full of material possessions as we grasp more and more, making our
stuff the center of our lives. Maybe our tomb is a cave of self-pity. Maybe we are in a cave of self-doubt, a cave where we
quesƟon our right to be among people who seem to be so much beƩer than us, beƩer wives, beƩer husbands, beƩer
priests, beƩer Teens, beƩer Catholics, just all around beƩer people. Maybe we are in a cave where we delight in suffering
from wrongs done to us in the past, caves where we refuse to forgive. A great line a missionary once shared with us is:
Holding grudges is taking poison and hoping that someone else will get sick.

Whatever our caves may be, we don’t need to be roƫng there. “Come out!” Jesus calls. Come out and come into life.
Jesus is more powerful than anything holding us back, including our sins. He is more powerful than the forces around us
and within us that are trying to destroy us. “Unbind him. Unbind her.” We have been freed from the bonds of sin by the
Life of the Lord. And Jesus lives. Two weeks from now we will be celebraƟng Easter. Easter is the celebraƟon of life, eter-
nal life. The eternal life of the Lord is offered to us. It is ours. But first we have to come out of our caves.
