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DEACON’S CORNER
Lord, send out your spirit and renew the face of the earth. This weekend we celebrate the Feast of
Pentecost when the Holy Spirt came down as tongues of fire on the apostles. Pentecost is so im-

portant that the lectionary contains readings for both a Vigil Mass as well as Mass of the Day.
Pentecost originally was a Jewish Feast called the Feast of Weeks (Shavuot), celebrated 50 days after Passover.
The feast celebrated the dedication of the summer wheat harvest to God and the giving of the Law to Moses on
Mt. Sinai. On Pentecost Jews were required to make a pilgrimage to Jerusalem.
It was during this feast, in fulfillment of a prophesy of the prophet Joel, that God poured out his spirit on all flesh.
While the apostles were hiding in an upper room because of fear of the Jewish leaders, on Pentecost the Holy Spir-
it came upon the apostles totally changing them from fearful anxious men to bold evangelizers for Jesus Christ.
They go out of their hiding place into the streets and begin evangelizing the crowds.
The book of Acts says the crowds contained devout Jews from every nation under heaven who were in Jerusalem
for the feast. Through the working of the Holy Spirit all of these visitors were able to understand the apostles
preaching in their own native languages. This astounded the people. The Holy Spirit was at work! The apostles
baptized thousands of people that day. This was the first harvest of souls for Jesus Christ. This was perhaps one of
the shortest OCIA programs in history.
We receive that very same Holy Spirit at baptism and deepen our relationship with the Holy Spirit at Confirma-
tion, receiving the seven gifts of the Holy Spirit. Additionally the Holy Spirit also confers special graces or char-
isms giving us increased capabilities build up the church. The Holy Spirit completely changed the apostles. Have
we allowed the Holy Spirit to change us?

RINCON DEL DIACONO

Señor, envía tu Espíritu y renueva la faz de la tierra. Este fin de semana celebramos la Fiesta de Pentecostés,
cuando el Espíritu Santo descendió sobre los apóstoles en forma de lenguas de fuego. Pentecostés es tan impor-
tante que el leccionario incluye lecturas tanto para la Misa de Vigilia como para la Misa del Día.

Pentecostés era originalmente una fiesta judía llamada Fiesta de las Semanas (Shavuot), que se celebraba 50 días
después de la Pascua. Esta fiesta conmemoraba la consagración de la cosecha de trigo de verano a Dios y la en-
trega de la Ley a Moisés en el Monte Sinaí. En Pentecostés, los judíos debían peregrinar a Jerusalén. Fue durante
esta fiesta, en cumplimiento de una profecía del profeta Joel, que Dios derramó su Espíritu sobre toda la humani-
dad. Mientras los apóstoles se escondían en un aposento alto por temor a los líderes judíos, en Pentecostés el Es-
píritu Santo descendió sobre ellos, transformándolos por completo: de hombres temerosos y ansiosos, se convir-
tieron en valientes evangelizadores de Jesucristo. Salieron de su escondite a las calles y comenzaron a evangeli-
zar a las multitudes.

El libro de los Hechos dice que entre la multitud había judíos devotos de todas las naciones bajo el cielo que se
encontraban en Jerusalén para la fiesta. Por la obra del Espíritu Santo, todos estos visitantes pudieron entender a
los apóstoles predicando en sus propios idiomas. Esto asombró a la gente. ¡El Espíritu Santo estaba obrando!
Los apóstoles bautizaron a miles de personas ese día. Esta fue la primera cosecha de almas para Jesucristo. Este
fue quizás uno de los programas de la OCIA más cortos de la historia.

Recibimos ese mismo Espíritu Santo en el bautismo y profundizamos nuestra relación con Él en la Confirmación,
recibiendo los siete dones del Espíritu Santo. Además, el Espíritu Santo también nos confiere gracias o carismas
especiales que nos dan mayores capacidades para edificar la iglesia. El Espíritu Santo transformó por completo a
los apóstoles. ¿Hemos permitido que el Espíritu Santo nos transforme? Diácono Juan
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
