WELCOME! Fr. Everardo Cazares
was ordained to the priesthood on Jan.
16, 2016, at St. John Vianney Parish
in Round Rock, and comes to our par-
ish from his most recent assignment at
Saint Mary Cathedral, Austin. Al-
though he grew up and received much ﬂ_w‘

of his formation in Mexico, Fr. Caza- |
res, accepted an invitation from the
Diocese of Austin to become a seminarian, where he believes that
God is calling him to serve. “I have always referred to my voca-
tion story as one of the simplest — the result of a natural process
to meet and fall in love with God and his plan,” Fr. Cazares said.
Son of Everardo Cazares Valencia and the late Maria Graciela
Acosta Gonzalez, Fr. Cazares was born in Uruapan, Michoacan.
He is the second of three children. His extended family includes a
number of priests and religious. Fr. Cazares’ catechetical forma-
tion came from his family and at an institute served by the Marist
Brothers. At times, his family prayed the rosary together, and had
special devotions during the liturgical year. Active in church
groups throughout his childhood, he remembers an intense feeling
of the presence of Jesus when he made his first Communion.
Through this experience, prayer and study, he decided to conse-
crate himself to God and try to follow him with an undivided
heart.

When he graduated from high school, Fr. Cézares believed that he
was called to the priesthood. Following the counsel of his family
and spiritual director, who wanted to make sure that he would
have solid career options if he were not ordained, he first got a
degree in computer science from the Universidad Autonoéma de
Tamaulipas. He then studied philosophy at the Institute Don Luis
Guizar Barragan, and received a bachelor’s and license in theol-
ogy from the Pontifical University in Mexico. To be ordained, he
needed to be accepted as a seminarian for a diocese. Fathers Juan
Carlos Lopez and Brian McMaster encouraged him to apply to the
Austin Diocese, believing that Fr. Cazares’ Spanish language
skills and understanding of Mexican culture would be valuable in
ministry.

Accepted by several dioceses, he faced a difficult choice. During
his formation, he had met Mexicans who had been deported from
the U.S. and had been moved by their stories. Wanting to help
those who need Christ’s love in difficult circumstances and the
fact that our diocese is the closest one to his home made him de-
cide to come here. In 2013, he joined the Austin Diocese as a
seminarian, and has not only used his Spanish skills in ministry,
but has also spent considerable effort in improving his English.
He laughs when he explains that he had been under the miscon-
ception that Spanish was as prevalent in the Austin area as in the
border towns! He quickly realized that he needed to upgrade his
English skills. After spending one year at St. Mary’s Seminary in
Houston, he spent a pastoral year at Santa Cruz Parish in Buda,
which he considers to be his home parish.

Fr. Cazares said, “My main goal is to be a child of God — to live
how God wants me to live. Becoming a priest to serve is what he
is asking of me.” He hopes to help others discover their own vo-
cation, which he believes naturally follows when we realize that
we are beloved children of God and called to be holy. (From The

BIENVENIDO! El Padre Everardo Cazares fue ordenado sa-
cerdote el 16 de enero del 2016 en la parroquia St. John Vian-
ney en Round Rock, y viene a nuestra parroquia desde su
asignacion mas reciente en la Catedral de Santa Maria, Aus-
tin. Aunque crecid y recibié gran parte de su formacion en
México, el Padre Cazares, aceptd una invitacion de la Didcesis
de Austin para convertirse en seminarista, donde cree que
Dios lo esta llamando a servir. "Siempre me he referido a mi
historia vocacional como una de las mas simples: el resultado
de un proceso natural para conocer y enamorarse de Dios y su
plan". Dijo el Padre Cazares.

Hijo de Everardo Cazares Valencia y la fallecida Maria Gracie-
la Acosta Gonzalez, el Padre Céazares nacié en Uruapan, Mi-
choacan. Es el segundo de tres hijos. Su extensa familia inclu-
ye varios sacerdotes y religiosos. La formacion catequética del
Padre Cazares provino de su familia y en un instituto atendido
por los Hermanos Maristas. A veces, en su familia rezaban el
rosario juntos y tenian devociones especiales durante el afio
litirgico. Activo en grupos de la iglesia a lo largo de su infan-
cia, recuerda un intenso sentimiento de la presencia de Jesus
cuando hizo su primera comunion. A través de esta experien-
cia, oracion y estudio, decidid consagrarse a Dios y tratar de
seguirlo con un corazoén indiviso.

Cuando se graduo de la preparatoria, el Padre Cazares creia
que fue llamado al sacerdocio. Siguiendo el consejo de su fa-
milia y director espiritual, que queria asegurarse de que tendr-
ia opciones profesionales sélidas si no fuera ordenado, prime-
ro obtuvo un titulo en ciencias de la computacion de la Univer-
sidad Auténoma de Tamaulipas. Luego estudio filosofia en el
Instituto Don Luis Guizar Barragan, y recibié una licenciatura y
una licencia en teologia de la Universidad Pontificia de México.
Para ser ordenado, necesitaba ser aceptado como seminarista
para una diocesis. Los Padres Juan Carlos Lopez y Brian
McMaster lo alentaron a postularse a la Diécesis de Austin,
creyendo que las habilidades del Padre Cazares en espanol y
la comprension de la cultura mexicana serian valiosas en el
ministerio.

Aceptado por varias diécesis, se enfrentd a una eleccion dificil.
Durante su formacion, conocié a mexicanos que habian sido
deportados de los Estados Unido y sus historias lo conmovie-
ron. Queriendo ayudar a quienes necesitan el amor de Cristo
en circunstancias dificiles y el hecho de que nuestra di6cesis
es la mas cercana a su hogar lo hizo decidir venir aqui. En
2013, se unio a la Didcesis de Austin como seminarista, y no
solo ha usado sus habilidades en espafol en el ministerio, sino
que también ha dedicado un esfuerzo considerable para mejo-
rar su inglés. jSe rie cuando explica que habia estado bajo la
idea errénea de que el espafiol era tan frecuente en el area de
Austin como en las ciudades fronterizas! Rapidamente se dio
cuenta de que necesitaba mejorar sus habilidades en inglés.
Después de pasar un afio en el Seminario de St. Mary en
Houston, pas6 un afo pastoral en la parroquia de Santa Cruz
en Buda, la cual considera su parroquia de origen.

El Padre Cazares dijo: “Mi objetivo principal es ser un hijo de
Dios, vivir como Dios quiere que yo viva. Convertirme en sa-
cerdote para servir es lo que me pide”. El espera ayudar a
otros a descubrir su propia vocacion, lo que él cree que natu-
ralmente sigue cuando nos damos cuenta de que somos hijos
amados de Dios y llamados a ser santos. (De The Catholic Spi-

For Electronic Fund Transmissions you can register directly on the Vanco Payments website (www.myvancopayments.com). Go
to the ‘Sign Up’ button at the top left of the page. Follow the prompts after that to set up your account. You will have the op-
portunity to set up either a bank withdrawal donation or a credit card donation.

The Office is now accepting Credit Card Payments through our Electronic Funds Transfer program. A General Fund has been
added for electronic Parish payments for administrative items such as Cemetery Lots, Event tickets, Mass Intentions, Rental de-
posits and fees, etc. You can go onto the Parish website above, scroll down to the ‘electronic tithes & offerings’ link at the bot-
tom of the opening page, and be taken to the Funds site. There is a 6% handling charge that should be added to any administra-
tive payment.

Follow the prompts to set up your payment. The Office can also walk you through the process.
